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WSD2013

 It is the collective goal to create in WSD 2013 not only an Exhibition representative of the work of individual designers, but to create a centre of activity, diversity, widening participation and multicultural exchange. WSD2013 is designed to encourage the widest possible attendance and participation in what will become a complimentary but alternative Exhibition to the Prague Quadrennial, Distinctively exhibiting the work of individuals rather than countries. It was designed to be a truly international Exhibition not located in one city, country or continent.
It is of paramount importance to make this event relevant to the exhibitors, allowing them to reflect on their individual practice in the context of global developments, by meeting and sharing their work, and their process and philosophy. It is also a key to allow a wider audience of students, teachers and the general public to experience and form a greater understanding of the work of those who create the performance environment. 

WSD2013 Exhibition
WSD2013 will take as a theme the diversity of capturing design. It is expected that along with the traditional displays of Model, photograph, costume, and drawings, that has been previously offered we will create the potential for exhibitors proposing new presentation techniques. We will offer and encourage exhibitors to explore a breadth of possible presentation modes. The very nature of exhibiting any performance practice will be explored.
Exhibitors

This is an open Exhibition for professional designers, established and developing practitioners and students, from traditional and emergent fields of practice or discipline. The submitted work must meet the following criteria:

Entries will only be considered for projects that have been realised for 

· Opera, Dance or Theatre Performance in a traditional theatre building.

· Public performances and performance art installations in non theatre spaces.  /
WSD 2013 is open to proposals that are innovative in realisation and may break boundaries of performance. That is, that they may question or live outside the preconceptions of stage design for performance and how to exhibit such work. 

All Exhibition applicants will have their work displayed in a online gallery and a catalogue that depending on funding will if not printed be downloadable as a PDF. Each application will be by project/production, therefore a designer who designed Set, Costume, Video, lighting and Sound on one project/production, would be charged one entry fee.
Selection Process

A panel of international curators approved by the OISTAT Scenography Commission will make a final selection from the initial digital submissions for the final Exhibition in Cardiff (This selection will focus on equal representation of nationality, fields of design, in addition to the judgement of the either the conceptual or aesthetic quality of the design.
